PRIMARY ENCLOSURES.

Frimary enclosures for nonhuman primates must meet the icllowing minimum reguirements:

[a) Ganaral reguiremants. (1) Primary enclosures must be designed and consirucied of suitable materials so that
they are structurally sound for the species of nonhuman primates contained in them, They must be kept in good
repair .[2) Primary enclosuras must be constructed and maintained so that they:

(i} Have no sharp points or edges thal could injure the nonhuman primates;

(i} Protect the nonhuman primates from injury;

(i) Contain the nonhuman primates securely and prevent accidental opening of the enclosure, including opening
by the animal;

Gate latches to the some baboon enclosures are of such design that a padlock must be placed in the latch to secure
the door. Tha gate latch is not of such a dasign that it will Iatch upon shutting the doar, This design created & probdem
when a caretaker attempled 1o gain access o the double entry area { non animal area ) of the enclosure. The lack of
a quick latch on the door allowed the non human primates access o the double entry area |, 1o the caretaker and fo
brally escapa tha enclosura.

Latches on gates for all non human primate enclosures must be of such a design that they quickly latch when the
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gate is shut 1o comtain the nonhuman primates, or shifing practices must be adjusted to preclude the animal-side
double anfry doar from baing wunlatched when animals are present in tha enclosura. .
